   The Garden Ministry operates under the aegis of  Nativity Vestry.   In the  
Nativity Garden Ministry, a  covenanted (chartered) small group, officers 
allocate money and make decisions using the consensus decision making 
process. 
     You will see our workers out in the garden area planning for bed 
installation, a possible gazebo for shade and hospitality,  planting, 
maintaining, harvesting and cleanup.. You are invited to dedicate a garden 
bed to a loved one and attend scheduled work parties in the garden this 
summer and fall.. 
     We appreciate everyone’s support and interest. And please come out and 
sit, walk, meditate, pray or just watch the bees and butterflies this summer.  
The west end will feature a pollinator garden with wildflowers and hopefully 
no Trees of Heaven.
